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What is it that we teach our future secondary mathematics teachers that prepares them to teach Algebra I, Geometry and

Algebra II? Do our students make the connections between the content knowledge taught in college in Modern Algebra

and Modern Geometry courses and the mathematics that they will teach in high school? Is there a way to teach the

mathematical content at the university level that will prepare them ”directly” for the courses that they will teach? We

will take a look at one approach in Algebra and one approach in Geometry at teaching the mathematics that influences

the mathematics that they teach.
